Council Reports and Announcements

Mayor Pro Tempore Langley announced that the proposed agreement with GBSA Sports, Inc. was removed from the preliminary agenda and will be discussed at the August 16, 2018 Workshop.
Staff Reports

Copies of staff reports are located at the end of this document. Chief Hodge reported on the Auburn Police Officers assisting the Gwinnett Metro Drug Task Force (GMTF), DEA and the GBI on July 18, 2018 in conducting a large-scale narcotics sweep involving some eighteen locations (residences) in and around Gwinnett County.  The operation, which received extensive news coverage, resulted in the arrests of more than a dozen individuals, the seizure of hundreds of marijuana plants as well as thousands of dollars in cash and property.  Bel Outwater started off by saying “Thank You” to the City for all that they do to support the Library.  Bel announced that the main attraction this month is the Adult Summer Reading Program and that every time an adult patron checks out a book, they will be entered in a weekly raffle to win books, gift cards, and more.  Bel introduced the Auburn Library’s new full-time assistant manager, Chyrrelle Nance.  Joe Moravec reported that they started and completed replacing the storm drain at the dip on Auburn/County Line Road and that they added two headwalls and built the shoulders out farther than what they were.  Iris Akridge reported that Public Works is 75% compete on running new service lines between Winfield and Greentree.  Iris also reported that she attended the American Public Works Association (APWA) annual meeting in Jekyll Island in July.  Dan Pruehs gave an update on the Auburn Center:  waiting on a start date and completed date for the sprinkler system, working with professional company (Colonial Lighting) for the light fixtures, anticipating grand opening to be the end of September.  Jay Miller reported that he is working with John Devine with NEGRC concerning the Comprehensive Plan update.  Jay also reported that he continues to work with Chitra Subbarayan/CBD on economic development projects.  Alex Mitchem announced that the Market Study Report from Bleakley Advisory Group would be at the DDA Meeting on August 9, 2018 at 5:00PM.  Alex also announced that the Auburn Town Center Design Charrette is scheduled for August 22 – 24, 2018 (The Charrette is a three-day workshop where we would like for any of you to attend if possible).
